· Be sure your child is neatly dressed, wearing a 4-H pin and/or 4-H clothing.

· Help your child pick up and deliver pet treats.

· Go with your child to collect money at the time of delivery, and check all figures for accuracy ($4.00 x number of packages sold = amount due to Club Leader.)

Why Do We Need A Product Sale?

· To provide youth with positive learning experiences such as:  planning and budgeting for 4-H programs, dealing with the public, and managing money.

· To earn money for club activities such as camp, competitions, shows, program materials, community service projects and trips.

· To provide important support services that benefit all members such as volunteer training, property and facility maintenance, financial assistance for members and volunteers.
