Florida 4-H Foundation Call for Proposals

Proposals will be accepted from individuals or teams of county and state faculty and volunteers for activities that will support multi-county, district and state 4-H programs.  The 4-H Foundation encourages teams of faculty, volunteers and youth to design and plan major efforts that will have significant state or district wide impact with deliverables (products or activities) that are documented and can be replicated. Uses of new communications technology are encouraged. Proposals will be due Monday, January 10th, 2011.  Notification of awards will be made within two weeks thereafter. Projects must be finished with deliverables and final reports provided by December 1, 2011.  Successful projects funded and not completed will make the applicant ineligible for future grant funding.   

The Florida 4-H Foundation, Inc. Board of Directors voted at their Fall 2010 meeting to provide a total of $40,000 available through the Foundation’s “Energizing Florida 4-H Grants Program” for distribution during 2011, with a maximum of $3,500 for any singular proposal.  Smaller budgeted proposals will allow for more teams to be successful in the application process.  The Foundation will not adjust budgets for partial funding.  The proposals will be evaluated and scored by a panel composed of Florida 4-H Foundation Board members and those individuals they may designate. Some of the high priority goals for 2011 include:
Marketing:  Communicating personal 4-H experiences to the greatest number of stakeholders and to the public at large.
Volunteer Development (adult & teen):  The 4-H Foundation scoring panel will be seeking projects that can enhance and expand 4-H volunteer partnerships at all levels
Diversity:   Expanding the reach of 4-H to all Florida communities and cultures   
Technology:  Increasing the Fl 4-H social network.
